What to Expect the First Day
· When you arrive I will most likely be in the pool with another student.  Please come in the back gate.  See PARKING on the Pool Policies form for detailed instructions.
·  I will go over the daily routine with you, collect all necessary forms, explain what to do in detail and answer any questions you may have.
· Your child will get in the water with me, but most likely the lesson will be shorter than normal.  The goal for the first day is the child to be introduced to me, the pool, and the environment.  We want it to be a happy, stress-free day!

What to Bring the First Day
· Signed Registration Form indicating your child is approved to swim by the ISR National Office – this comes to you via email.  Your child cannot swim unless I have this form.

· Signed POOL POLICIES form.  This is very important so you know what to expect.

· BUDS sheet (start the day before lessons begin).  Do your best to fill it out completely, if you have problems I will help you!

· 3 towels – Your child will rest after lessons on two towels and the third is used to dry them off.

· Your child dressed in (2) swim diapers unless they have been potty trained for at least 6 months.

· First week payment – most likely it was already paid to reserve your time slot.
